My brothers and sisters in Christ: 

 

The Good Shepherd is one of the most enduring images of 

our Lord from the Scriptures.  In this weekôs Gospel, the 

Lord reminds us that his sheep know his voice and follow 

him.  Those of us who have faith in Him know that our 

Shepherd will only lead us to what is good for us.   

 

Even those of us who are city folk and are not familiar 

with sheep and shepherds can identify with the care the 

Lord has for us as he tends us, His flock. His care is ever 

present, even in those dark moments of our lives when it 

seems He is nowhere to be found.  Sometimes it is hard to 

trust, but continuing to trust even when it seems hard to do 

so is the foundational virtue of meekness. 

 

Like sheep, we sometimes stray.  Like a Good Shepherd, 

the Lord seeks us out to bring us back.
