My brothers and sisters in Christ: 

 

We have entered a very short period of Ordinary Time 

before Lent begins on March 1.  All of the Christmas 

decorations have been stored away and our liturgical color 

once again returns to green.  There are 34 weeks of 

Ordinary time in all throughout the course of the Churchôs 

year. 

      

Sometimes we might forget how important Ordinary time 

is.  Since there are no major feasts during this time of year, 

we may tend to think of ñordinaryò as equivalent to  

ñnothing specialò.  Of course, this is not the meaning of 

ñordinaryò in Ordinary time. 

    

 During Ordinary time we celebrate the totality of Christôs 

mission on earth, not an individual aspect of it, such as His 

Birth or Resurrection.  Over the course of these 34 weeks 

we will hear in the Gospels the full meaning of why He 

came to be here among us and why He died for us and what 

He desires of us in the ordinary course of our lives.  It is a 

time for us to be taught, just as He spent time traveling the 

Holy Land teaching the people of His day. 

      

The color green is the symbolic color of hope.  I suppose 

that is the best way to describe what Ordinary time isðthe 

ordinary posture of the Christian is to hope in the Lord and 

His promises to us.
